Welcome to World History/Geography!! This course is designed to help students expand and apply
social studies skills in a study of world history and geography that includes world cultures, economics,
geography and government. Students will study different cultural groups to see how they have
interacted in history. The course will also examine how events, ideas and government actions have
impacted the world from 1600 to the present. The course will also examine the fundamental
concepts of geography with the migration of people and their interaction to the environment and
each other through global interaction and interdependence. This class is required to graduate.
Students will earn 1 credit for History and .5 credit for geography. There will be two separate grades
for World History and Geography.
